Once you are at the location, solve the second part of the puzzle set to obtain one or more words to add to 
the sentence about Vankleek Hill’s history. The sentence can be found at the end of Puzzle Set # 7 . 
  
Once you find all the words from the HUNT puzzles, slot them into the correct blanks in the sentence 
about Vankleek Hill.  THIS IS YOUR FINAL SOLUTION. Once you think you have the correct final 
solution, solve the LAST and eighth puzzle set in order to find out what you need to do with your final 
solution. We suggest that you DO NOT waste time solving Puzzle Set # 8 (the LAST puzzle set) until you 
have your FINAL SOLUTION.
